8. Explain to them the culture of the organisation and the benefits of working here. Explain the work involved in the role, who they will be working with and key aspects of the position. (allow 5-10 minutes)
9. When you decided to apply here, what criteria did you use to make that decision? 
10. How important do you think having a work/life balance is to you? 
11. Any specific questions arising from their academics or subjects, thesis, part time work, goals etc. 

12. If I could turn the clock forward and see you 5 years into the future, where do you see yourself working and in what capacity? What are your long term goals?
13. Explain the future career path from this position and the level of autonomy it offers.
14. How much is your charge-out rate and yearly budget? Did you make budget last year? 
15. How much money do you earn, including super? Are there other benefits you receive? Explain whether that accords with what is being contemplated by the organisation. 

16. Explain the nature of any significant projects, announcements, new clients or expansions underway at the organisation.
17.  If you received 2 offers from different employers, what criteria would you use to decide which to take?

18. Are there any questions you would like to ask us? (allow 5-10 minutes)
19.  Thank them for coming in and explain when you will be making your decision and how you will proceed from there. 
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
